Fire Department Report for October:

Emergency medical response 195, total patients treated 159, total patients transported 138 and patients refused transport 56.

Total time in service 119 hours, total man-hours in service 258, average minutes per response 37 and call to patient contact 5.1 minutes.

Day responses 118 and 77 night responses.

Fire calls for October 5, hazard condition no fire calls 15, service calls 75, false alarm and false calls 25.

On Wednesday November 19th the Fire Department hosted a dedication of the new fire engine in memory of Fire Fighter Gene Marcheski who worked on the Committee to secure the grant for this vehicle.  The new engine will help out with the older equipment. The new equipment also reduces ISO rating and also reduces insurance cost to the City.

Starting in February – May, Blue Island will host Illinois Fire Institute for Fire Officer I for State Certification and September – December Fire Officer II.

Chief Coop, Deputy Chief Luety and Lt. Kunz will attend staff and command classes.

Police Department report of October:

Parking citations 1,854, moving citations 578, miles patrolled 24,036, calls answered 2,544 and 498 traffic stops.

Fees and parking ticket collection for October was $81,987.33.
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Detective Division report:

67 cases were assigned to five detectives.  The detective division closed 42 cases in October. The Police Department arrested 36 juveniles and made 20 arrests.  

Detective Slattery attended a 16-hour adolescent sexual assault class on October 30th & 31st.

Detective Slattery secured one search warrant for the month.

Sergeant Haro assignment in Austin Texas with the South Suburban Major Crimes Task Force for the Lane Bryant murders October 1st thru the 5th.

On October 7th Sgt. Haro and the South Suburban Major Task Force responded to a homicide in Dolton, Illinois.

New fire and burglar alarms have been installed at the Golf Course.  The ATM is finally working and Jerry is just waiting for lock installation before making it available for use.

Jerry is in discussion with Meteorlogix Weather Company for a new forecast system that will take care of the Golf Course, 911 Center and Public Works.  Two additional areas will eventually be added to the site.  This system will give warnings such as lightening, tornadoes, road conditions and severe storms and snow.
