Mayor Peloquin stated that he had received a letter from the Cook County Health Department regarding the Swine Flu that will be passed out.

Ald. Janko complimented Chief Copp and Lt. Kaliski on the drill they had on the new nozzle apparatus that’s on truck 2104, he had observed their drill and was very impressed.  Ald. Janko also asked if the Police Department could take a zero tolerance on the cars with their radios blasting.

Mayor Peloquin announced that there was an armed robbery today at Subway, the Police Department was called from an attendant and it was a robbery with weapon in hand.  Both suspects were caught and in custody.  The Mayor stated that with the economic situation that is happening even with other communities it seems to be the trend that crime has been a heightened activity and our Police Department has been working diligently to prevent this.
