AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BLUE ISLAND,
COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, ADOPTING TAX INCREMENT
ALLOCATION FINANCING FOR TIF #6

REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT AREA
WHEREAS, the City of Blue Island, Cook County, Illinois (the “City”), is a duly

organized and existing municipal corporation created under the provisions of the laws of the
State of Illinois and under the provisions of the Illinois Municipal Code, as from time to time
supplemented and amended; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable and in the best interest of the citizens of the City of Blue
Island, Cook County, Illinois, for the City to implement tax increment allocation financing
pursuant to the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, Division 74.4 of Article 11 of the
Illinois Municipal Code, as amended (the "Act"), and

WHEREAS, the City has heretofore approved a redevelopment plan and project (the
"Plan and Project”) as required by the Act by passage of an ordinance and has heretofore
designated a redevelopment project area (the "Area”) as required by the Act by the passage of an
ordinance and has otherwise complied with all other conditions precedent required by the Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City

of Blue Island, Cook County, Illinois, as follows:



SECTION 1. Recitals. That the above recitals and findings are found to be true and
correct and are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof, as if fully set forth in their
entirety.

SECTION 2. Tax Increment Financing Adopted. That tax increment allocation
financing is hereby adopted to pay redevelopment project costs as defined in the Act and as set
forth in the Plan and Project within the Area as legally described in Exhibit A, a copy of which is
attached hereto and made a part hereof, as if fully set forth in its entirety. The general street
location for the Area is described in Exhibit B, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a
part hereof, as if fully set forth in its entirety. The map of the Area is depicted in Exhibit C, a
copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, as if fully set forth in its entirety.

SECTION 3. Allocation of Ad Valorem Taxes. That pursuant to the Act, the ad valorem
taxes, if any, arising from the levies upon taxable real property in the Area by taxing districts and
tax rates determined in the manner provided in Section 11-74.4-9(c) of the Act each year after
the effective date of this Ordinance until the Project costs and obligations issued in respect
thereto have been paid shall be divided as follows:

a. That portion of taxes levied upon each taxable lot, block, tract, or parcel of
real property that is attributable to the lower of the current equalized assessed value or the initial
equalized assessed value of each such taxable lot, block, tract, or parcel of real property in the
Area shall be allocated to and when collected shall be paid by the county collector to the
respective affected taxing districts in the manner required by law in the absence of the adoption
of tax increment allocation financing.

b. That portion, if any, of such taxes that is attributable to the increase in the
current equalized assessed valuation of each lot, block, tract, or parcel of real property in the

Area shall be allocated to and when collected shall be paid to the municipal treasurer, who shall



deposit said taxes into a special fund, hereby created, and designated the "TIF #6"
Redevelopment Project Area Special Tax Allocation Fund" of the City and such taxes shall be
used for the purpose of paying Project costs and obligations incurred in the payment thereof.

SECTION 4. Severability. This Ordinance, and its parts, is declared to be severable and
if any section, clause, provision, or portion thereof of this Ordinance is declared invalid, the
invalidity thereof shall not affect the validity of any other provisions of this Ordinance which
shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 5. Superseder. All ordinances, resolutions, motions, or orders in conflict
with any provision of this Ordinance are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.

SECTION 6. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its

passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

(4:00 P.M.) local time for the period of November 1 through and including April 30; and prior to
Ten A.M. (10:00 A.M.) or after Six P.M. (6:00 P.M.) local time for the period of May 1 through
and including October 31.

SECTION TWO

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 90-212 ENTITLED
“ AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING POLICY RULES AND REGULATIONS
CONCERNING CONTRIBUTIONS BY THE CITY FOR MEDICAL AND
HOSPITALIZATION INSURANCE FOR CERTAIN RETIRED EMPLOYEES.”
ENACTED ON APRIL 24, 1990
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City
of Blue Island, County of Cook, State of Illinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE

Section I of Ordinance 90-212 is hereby amended to read as follows:
COVERAGE

The following Policy Rules and Regulations shall apply to all full time non-union city
employees who retire from active full time employment with the city after reaching the age of
Fifty-Five (55) years; completing no less than twenty (20) years of continuous service as a full
time employee for the city and receiving a pension from the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund
(IMRF). There will be no retiree health insurance for any full time non-union employee hired
subsequent to January 1, 2012.

SECTION TWO

Section II (1) and (4) of Ordinance 90-212 is hereby amended to read as follows:

DEFINITIONS

1. Retired Employee: is defined as any non-union person who retires and receiving

a pension from the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund (IMRF) after being actively engaged in
the performance of a departmental duty on a full time basis for a period of not less than twenty

(20) consecutive years and who has reached the age of not less than Fifty-Five (55) years.



4. Full Time Employment: is defined to be active engagement in the performance

of a departmental duty on a continuous basis for a period of not less than twenty (20) years for
not less than forty (40) hours per week.

SECTION THREE

Section V of Ordinance 90-212 is hereby amended to read as follows:

SUPPLEMENTAL INSURANCE

Deleted.

SECTION FOUR

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION FIVE

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE RESTRICTING PORTIONS OF CERTAIN
STREETS FOR HANDICAPPED PARKING ONLY WITHIN THE
CITY OF BLUE ISLAND, COUNTY OF COOK, STATE OF ILLINOIS,
AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF.

WHEREAS, it is the public policy of the State of Illinois, as enunciated in the State
Constitution, that handicapped persons are entitled to enjoy the fruits of a full and meaningful
life; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Blue Island hereby declare that it
is the public policy of the city to encourage and assist handicapped persons to participate fully in
the social and economic life of our community; and

WHEREAS, to implement such policy the Mayor and City Council of the City of Blue
Island recognize it is desirable to restrict certain portions of the public ways within the City of
Blue Island for handicapped parking only;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Blue
Island, County of Cook and State of Illinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE

That these portions of the streets within the City of Blue Island, as hereinafter designated,
are hereby restricted for handicapped parking only:

a) On the north side of 121 Street in front of the residence whose common address
is 2204 W. 121% Street. (one space consisting of a total of twenty (20') feet)

b) On the north side of Collins Street in front of the residence whose common
address is 2416 Collin Street. (one space consisting of a total of twenty (20') feet)



SECTION TWO

Appropriate signs shall be erected by the Superintendent of Public Works on the portions
of the streets designated above informing the public that parking thereon is restricted or
permitted as hereinabove provided for.

SECTION THREE

The operator of any vehicle violating or failing to comply with the provisions of this
ordinance shall upon conviction be fined not less than Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) nor
more than Three Hundred Fifty Dollars ($350.00) for each offense.

SECTION FOUR

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION FIVE

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and
publication in pamphlet form as provided by law. A full, true and complete copy of this
ordinance shall be published in pamphlet form, by authority of the City Council as Corporate
Authorities.

South Suburban GIS Consortium Resolution
A Resolution Authorizing the City Mayor to enter into contract to join the South Suburban
GIS Consortium and serve as, or to Appoint, the Official Representative of the City of Blue
Island to the South Suburban GIS Consortium Steering Committee

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Blue Island, Cook
County, Illinois, as follows:

WHEREAS, the City is a member of the South Suburban Mayors and Managers
Association, an Illinois not-for-profit corporation whose members consist of the mayors and
managers of 42 south suburban communities (“SSMMA”); and,

WHEREAS, SSMMA has established a Geographic Information System (GIS) database
which serves as the foundation for all mapping and geographic information systems application
development performed by the SSMMA, and

WHEREAS, the City and other members of the SSMMA have formed a consortium,
“the South Suburban GIS Consortium” to address mapping and spatial data needs of south
suburban communities; and,

WHEREAS, SSMMA desires to recover the incremental costs of providing GIS data
services to the public and member municipalities; and

WHEREAS, the SSMMA Executive Board has set forth fees to cover software
maintenance fees and GIS staff time incurred during the daily operation of the South Suburban
GIS Consortium; and,

WHEREAS, the South Suburban GIS Consortium has created a Steering Committee (the
“GIS Steering Committee”) with voting representation from each of the member communities.
Each community receives one vote, and voting allows the members to set and approve the
activities of the Consortium, including without limitation the establishment and development of
goals, long-range planning, and activities of the GIS Consortium; the allocation, distribution and
administration of funds that may be received by the GIS Consortium; requests and applications
for, and participation with other agencies and organizations in, requests and applications for,
funds or other assistance; the selection and engagement of consultants, professionals and
contractors; and the selection and purchase of insurance; and,

WHEREAS, the City desires to authorize the City Mayor to serve as, or to appoint
another individual to serve as, the official representative of the City to the South Suburban GIS
Consortium Steering Committee;

WHEREAS, the City’s participation in the South Suburban GIS Consortium is
authorized by the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 5, ILCS 2201, et seq, and by Article III,
Section 10 of the Illinois Constitution of 1970; and



WHEREAS, all data created for each respective municipality is deemed as intellectual
property of said municipality, subject to and protected by applicable law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the
City of Blue Island, Cook County, Illinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE

That the City Mayor be authorized to serve as the official representative of the City of Blue
Island to the South Suburban GIS Consortium Steering Committee “Official Representative”.

SECTION TWO

Alternatively, that the City Mayor is authorized to appoint, by a letter of appointment filed with
the City Clerk, an individual to serve as the Official Representative of the City of Blue Island to
the South Suburban GIS Consortium Steering Committee.

SECTION THREE

That the Official Representative shall provide regular reports to the City Council regarding the
activities of the South Suburban GIS Consortium and the Steering Committee, including any
funds awarded and received by the South Suburban GIS Consortium and the geographic
distribution of such funds allocated by the South Suburban GIS Consortium, and shall annually
provide the draft budget and work plan for the South Suburban GIS Consortium to the Mayor
and City Council.

SECTION FOUR

Should any provision of this Resolution be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction,
that the remaining provisions of this Resolution will remain in full force and effect the same as if
the invalid provision had not been a part of this Resolution.

SECTION FIVE

That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect on and after its approval, passage and
publication in pamphlet form as required by law.

SECTION SIX

Membership in the South Suburban GIS Consortium is based on a Tier structure. Therefore, the
municipality has agreed to commit to the Tier 2 for one calendar year at the set price of
$7372.80

SECTION SEVEN

Payment schedule to the SSMMA will be based Yearly.

RE: Application of Jeffrey A. Atwell requesting a variation for a fence (Section
5.13(2)) pursuant to Section 8.7(4)g of the Zoning Code for the premises located
at 12001 South Gregory Street, Blue Island, Illinois.

A hearing by the Blue Island Zoning Board of Appeals was convened on November 21,
2011 at 6:00 p.m. concerning the above referenced application. The Zoning Board heard
testimony and received evidence from the applicant, Jeffrey A. Atwell. Mr. Atwell presented a
Plat of Survey, Exhibit “A”, showing the legal description and dimensions of a single zoning lot.
The subject lot is located in a R-1 Zoning District and contains a single family residence with an
attach garage that faces the west lot line.

The subject lot is located on the southeast corner of the intersection of 120" Street and
Gregory Street. The premises is a corner lot with a front yard abutting 120™ Street on the north
and a front yard abutting Gregory Street on the east. A public alley abuts the premises on the
south. The south lot line currently has a six foot chain link fence. Mr. Atwell is requesting a
variance to construct a six foot fence consisting of wood or wood composite from the southwest
corner of the lot (Public Alley and Gregory Street) running along the west lot line to the point of
intersection with the garage driveway; hence east to the southwest corner of the garage.

The Applicant also testified that a later date he would be seeking a variance to construct a
fence from the northwest corner of the residence westerly to the west lot line; hence northerly to
the northwest corner of the lot. Applicant could not state with specificity when this part of the
project would commence.

Section 5.13(2) of the Zoning Code prohibits fences in front yards for lots locate in a R-1

Zone. Section 8.7(4) of the Zoning Code authorizes variations. After hearing the testimony and



considering the standards for issuing a variations the Zoning Board of Appeals entertained two
motions. The first motion was to recommend that a variation be approved as to the Applicant’s
request for the construction of a six-foot wood or wood composite fence on the west lot line from
the public alley to the garage driveway.
The votes were:

Two (2) votes Absent

This motion having carried, we recommend that this part of the application be granted.

The second motion was to table the Applicant’s request for a variance for the
construction of a fence on the northern half of the west line to the northwest corner of the lot.
