The Committee discussed a request for reimbursement from the City of Blue Island for a resident who has had a private scavenger for waste pick-up.  The request was denied.

Superintendent Kozlowski reported that the resurfacing of 136th Street and Thornton Road is being completed.  He also reported that there have been some water main repairs in this area due to some collapse during the resurfacing.
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Superintendent Stachulak reported on the replacement of street signs that were recently defaced with graffiti.  The City has been hit hard over the last month and this has had his crew busy with getting the signs replaced and graffiti removed. Most of the stop line and crosswalk re-stripping throughout the City and is reviewing the area surrounding Lincoln School.

Superintendent Stachulak indicated that all the equipment is up and running for leaf pick-up and will run October 1 to December 1 weather permitting.  Residents are to rake leaves to the parkway, not in the street and no plastic bags.

Discussion of both Division and Chatham Street Bridges and to try to stabilize them.  

The Schools and City need to work together on the traffic issues at the Schools during school hours when kids are being dropped off and picked up and if there could be Police enforcement.

Mayor Peloquin commented that the situations at the schools have been tentative all along and that the problem at Paul Revere has been for 10 to 12 years.  A part of the problem is the parents not cooperating with what we try to set up.  The Mayor stressed that the City has worked with everybody, it’s the matter these parents not wanting to be part of the solution and the parents have to be include to work with it.  The Schools are filled to capacity and the Schools need to enforce more to the parents.
