Fire Department Report for October:

Emergency medical services 203, total patients treated 178, total patients transported 158 and 144 total patients refused transport.

Total time in service 115, total man house in service 246.76, average call to patient contact 5.1 minutes, 135-day response and 68-night response.

Total fire & emergency medical service 302.
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Committee approved renewal of AED contract for $1,393.00 this includes 4 defibrillators maintenance agreement.

Committee also approved to join Blue Cart Team (tech. Rescue team) $1,500.00 per year membership.  This will give access to free specialized training Illinois terror task force.  We have 2 members qualified for the team.

Incident safety officer training Tom Zelinski & Apryll Dueshop will be certified through State Fire Marshal Office of Personnel Standard & Education.

Metro South is funding 12- lead EKG equipment for a new program with the approval of Illinois Department of Public Health & Ingalls Hospital Approximate cost is $50,000.00.

The dive team has been training in the Cal Sag River by station 2 recovering old cars on November 12th & 19th.  There are a total of 6 divers.

Police Department report for October:

Parking citations – 892, 392 moving citations, 22,477 miles patrolled and 2,236 call answered.

Fees & fines for October $58,073.66.

57 cases were assigned to 6 detectives, 1 death investigation, 6 robberies, 17 residential burglaries, 7 burglaries, 2 battery cased, 5 larcenies, 4 missing persons and 8 property damage.

35 assigned and self initiated were resolved in October, 7 for felonies, 17 were misdemeanors, 4 arrest warrants served, 1 local ordinance issued and 14 juvenile arrests were made.

On October 12th Detective Sepessy & Robitz attended training related to violent encounters.  On October 14th Detective Sepessy & Slattery attended training related to gypsy crimes and October 15th Detective Slattery attend training related to the sex offender registration act.

A search warrant was executed on October 30th the warrant resulted in seizure of cannabis hydrocodone and cash.

No task force activation in October.
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DEA Officer Nedved with major crimes task force sting resulted in 2 arrests.

Department received a $40,000.00 grant available through Recovery Act Justice Assistance Grant Fund (ICJIA) JAG funds the purpose of this award is to purchase of a new vehicle for the Department.

Mr. R. C. Young presented the Committee with a letter concerning a city wide public safety project & education program.  Currently Sgt. Morey is working with Jane Healy and the Railroad presenting safety programs to the schools and will be exploring other safety programs.  If any one would like further information Sgt. Morey will attend the next meeting of Public Health & Safety.
