Police Report for May:

Parking citation 818, moving citations 695, miles patrolled 23,638, calls answered 3,633 and traffic stops were 416.

Total money collected from fees & fines $79,442.58.

Corporal Tzab assumed position of Corporal for the Detective Division and has been reactivated as a member of South Suburban Major Crimes Task Force.

103 cases were assigned to 4 detectives for May. 7 robberies, 21 burglaries, 15 residential burglaries, 7 larcenies, 6 missing persons and 35 property damage crimes.

198 assigned and self-initiated cases were resolved in May. 5 robberies, 15 burglaries, 8 residential burglaries, 5 larcenies, 8 residential burglaries, 5 larcenies, 6 missing person and 137 property damage crimes.
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Throughout the month of May several vehicles and garages were broken into in zone 1w and 2w.  The proceeds in these burglaries were yard tool and power tools. Persons of interest are currently being sought.
