Fire Department Report for August:

184 total emergency Medical service response, 157 patients treated, 137 patients transported, 108 hours total time in service, 257 total man hours in service, 35 average minutes per response, 45 minutes call to patient contact, day response 98 and 86 night responses.

2 building fire, 2 cooking fire, 2 fuel burner malfunction, 1 passenger vehicle fire, 1 brush & grass fire, 1 outside gas combustion explosion, 1 medical assist, 165 EMS calls, 6 vehicle pedestrian accidents with injuries, 3 motor vehicle accident with no injuries, 1 removal of victim from stalled elevator, 1 gas spill, 6 gas leaks, 2 heat from short t circuit, 1 power line down, 18 assist police, 2 public service, 1 defective elevator no occupants, 26 cover assignment, 2 good intent calls, 2 smoke scare, 1 hazmat release, 8 false alarms, 1 malicious false call,  1 central station false alarm, 1 bomb scares no bomb, 6 system malfunction, 6 alarm sounded due to malfunction, 2 co detector malfunction, 1 unintentional transmission of alarm, 2 smoke detector activation no fire, 9 alarm systems sounded no fire, 1 lightning strike no fire, 1 special incident, 291 total incidents.
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State test given for fie service vehicle operator, results pending for 1st group, 2nd group will start in October.

Dive team has completed training; Orland Park donated 5 dry suits to Blue Island.

Police Department Report for August:

Parking citations issued 1169, 318 moving citations, 25,721 miles patrolled, 2728 calls answered, 555 traffic stops, total money collected $86,632.09.

August was an extremely busy month for the Detective division.  59 cases were assigned to four detectives.  Of the 59 cases 2 homes invasions, 4 robberies, 10 burglaries, 4 missing person and 22-property damage related.

No training was scheduled for Augusts because of heavy workloads.

The results of the fifth IMAGE enforcement campaign between August 25th to September 7th, 247 citations issued, 123 of them occupant restraint violations, 54 for speeding violations and 34 no vehicle insurance.  In addition 25 unlicensed drivers were arrested.  This is a grant awarded to Blue Island Police for $24,407.00.

Applications being accepted for Police Officer positions are being posted on Blue line, which is a nation wide web sight, WWW.theblueline.com advertised in the south town & on located station WDDE.

Ald. Stone addressed the Committee on loud music from parked cars and if they can give a ticket?  A car not in use for 3 years can that be towed or ticket issued. Discussions on party permit which needs to go before Judiciary for review.
