Fire Department Report for June- 2008:

Total emergency medical response 188, patients treated 164, patients transported 145, and patients refused transport 38.

Total time in service 110 hours, total man hours in service 262, average minutes call to patient contact 5.3, day response 103 and night response 85.

Grand total for both fire & emergency service 314, 15 series fire, 187 rescues & emergency medical service, 11 hazardous condition no fire, 57 service calls, 2 good intent calls, 42 false alarm and false calls.

Fire inspections by April Dueshop Fire Prevention Officer:

43 annual inspections, 20 fire codes, 122 violations sited, 3 re-inspection 

12 fire codes, 34 violations resolved, fire investigation – building fire at 

11955 Vincennes, car fie at 12237 Western Avenue and car fire at 1900 Broadway.

Dive team completed 1st phase on open water, 2nd phase advance 85 feet down and end of august all training completed and ready to go.
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Police Department Report for June 2008:

Calls for service 3037, 671 traffic stops, 779 moving violations issued, 98 local ordinance tickets issued, 26,622 miles patrolled, 1015 part time officer hours and 1302 parking tickets issued.

Sgt. Cornell attended a 40-hour ATV instructor course.

The Detective Division executed two search warrants in the month of June.  The search warrants were for narcotics and weapons.  The department continues to pursue gang members and drug dealers who attempt to sell narcotics in Blue Island.  9 people were arrested over the last 5 weeks for graffiti.

Cpl. Haro continues to assist the Tinley Park Police and South Suburban major crimes task force with the ongoing investigation of the Lane Bryant clothing store on February 2, 2008.

Results of Image Enforcement Campaign:

Between June 23rd and July 6th, 214 citations issued, 86 for seat belt restraint, 76 for speeding, 12 unlicensed drivers were arrested, 1 wanted fugitive arrested on a warrant.

This program is funded through a grant from the U.S. Department of Transportation. Blue Island should receive this grant again next year 2009.

The Police department had applied for a grant from the IL training and standards board for in car camera systems.  The Department requested four systems 1,043 requested from 170 agencies state wide only 16 cameras could be awarded Blue Island wan not awarded.

The Department participated in the Kid Cop Picnic at the Bethel Church on June 7th.  Well over 100 children attended.

The Department coordinated crowd and traffic control on July 4th at the parade and fireworks.  Both events were a great success.

The Department also coordinated crowd and traffic control for the professional bike races on July 12th the races were well attended and no incidents of any concern occurred.

Sgt. Cornell will be promoted to Deputy Chief.  Cpl. Haro to Sergeant of Detective Division.  Officer Farr Promoted to Corporal.
