STORAGE BUILDING

On 127th Street the concrete was poured on the north side of the street and they will start on the south side.

Questions To The Mayor

Ald. Janko commended Foreman Joe Pierce and his crew for their fast action on removing tree debris due to the storm on June 27th and asked about the width of the alley behind the Aldi property.

The Mayor stated that the width is fine and that the Building Department installed an additional drain.
