Counsel Terry Sullivan discussed with Chief Hoglund if there was an Ordinance regarding cars parked on the street for more than 72 hours and there was not one.

Sandy May read a letter that will be in the next Forum about parking permits.  This gentleman is against it and many others are too.  Ald.  Elton told Sandy he did not like what she wrote about him in the Forum.  Sandy said she did not write it that what he read in the paper was a paid ad.

Ald. Rita stated that she was against the permits.

Ald. Bilotto stated he wants signs posted saying 9:00 pm to 6:00 am and no out of town parking.  Ald. Hall stated he does not want his company getting a ticket.  Discussion on the State Law for new buildings is 11/2 car parking and people moving in the new building have 3 or 4 cars.  There are a lot of issues that need to get resolved and this was tabled until we receive more information.

Second class vehicles for small business that parked on the street were discussed.

Sandy May commented that this town was build along time ago and people did not have as many cars or trucks.  Ald. Rita stated a lot of the houses in her ward have 25-foot lots and times have changed and families today have more than 1 car.

Municipal Services Committee – Ald. Ruthenberg, Chairman

Ald. Hall requested to have the committee rescind the No Parking Ordinance on the east side of Division Street from 138th to 139th. Motion by Ald. Elton, second by Ald. Rita to approve an Ordinance to be drafted.

Ald. Hall requested to place No Parking signs on the west side of Division Street from 138th Street.  Motion by Ald. Rita, second by Ald. Elton to approve an Ordinance to be drafted.


The Committee discussed the City’s salt supplies, current inventory remains at 600 tons.  Discussion on the shoveling out of Fire Hydrants with Street Superintendent and Water Superintendent, the Street Department will work on clearing these but had asked for the 

Community’s assistance in keeping these clear please help and “Adopt a Hydrant” keeping these clear of snow will be helpful in 

time of emergency.  Ald. Rita asked about keeping the sidewalk on 127th at the IC train station clear of snow adjacent to the city parking lot at that location.  Superintendent Stachulak reported that he has been working to keep the sidewalks on the 127th St. Bridge clear but due to the amount of snow and refreeze it has been difficult but he will continue to work at keeping them clear.

Superintendent Stachulak reported that IDOT has been notified on the guardrail replacement on the North side of 127th Street Bridge and Southbound Western Avenue Bridge.  He also reported that he is; meeting with a representative from Com Ed in regards to a going green initiative.  This will review the re-lamping of City Buildings with the latest cost conserving lamps.  He will have more to report after his meeting.

Superintendent Kozlowski asked the Committee to review his findings for responsibility of cost for a damaged water meter that had to be replaced at 1864 Vermont Street.  After review and discussion the Committee decided that the responsibility for the cost is with the homeowner.
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The Committee discussed Graffiti removal on the building at 2209 Chatham.  The City is working to get it removed.  Speed limit signs were replaced at the entrance to Faye’s Point and 2 streetlights have been requested to be placed on Water Street in that area.

Superintendent Stachulak reported that the Fuel System transfer and contract is being finalized he indicated that the transfer should be completed this spring.  Potholes have been appearing with the severe conditions this winter.  The street department will begin repairers.  The repair is on going and as weather breaks crews will be out making repair.

Rec Center Business:

The all Sports Fundamentals Program has begun.  For a fee of $25.00 per month, each child will receive instruction on Basketball, Football, Track, Baseball and Soccer.  The Program runs form February 1st through April.

A company that runs a one-ring circus, which uses small animals for their animal acts and has clowns and acrobatics, contacted Pam.  She has checked all their references and the insurance policy is for $$3.5 million.  She stated they will rent the Rec Center for 2 days on February 27th & 28th and they will also do all tickets sales and advertising.  They will be performing the week before at Northern Illinois University.

The date for the Easter Egg Hunt has not yet been finalized but will be by the next committee meeting in March.

District 218 has not yet made any decisions on using the Rec Center for a classroom for kids with disabilities.  Will do so in the near future after doing more research.
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Golf Course Business:

Servicescape Contract:  It was moved by Ald. Elton, second by Ald. Dertz to allow the Mayor to sign a contract with Servicescape which is a four-year contract commencing May 1, 2009 through April 30, 2013.  This 4-year contract will provide a savings of over $11,000 when compared to the 2-year contract. Jerry also discussed goals met in 2008 and goals he wishes to meet for 2009.

2008 Accomplishments:

· Implemented a wetting agent program to address localized dry spots and firm the green surfaces.

· Removed and repaired bunker sand on holes 3,4,5 & 13.

· Installed Klingstone bunker liner to the bunkers on holes 3 & 13.

· Installed waste bunker on hole 13.

· Removed and replaced cart paths on holes 4,5,6,11,12 & 13.

· Expanded the cart path on hole 13.

· Installed irrigation control satellites on holes 3,6 & 8.

· Purchased and installed lake fountains on hole 14.

· Installed drainage and sod along the cart path on hole 1.

· Removed posts along path on holes 1,2,3 & 5.

· Installed split-rail fencing along path on hole 2.

· Added soil and sod to potholes in # 15 fairway.

· Sodded areas by #10 fairway and # 17 green.

· Regressed with sod the range tee.

· Installed birm and sod along retention area between parking lot and range tee.

2009’s goals:

· Cart path restoration on holes 14,15 and 16.

· Installation of drainage, basin and electrical on hole 15.

· Installation of drainage adjacent to the tee on #10.

· Complete drainage on holes 4, 5 and 6 as a result of cart path rehabilitation.

· Purchase and install irrigation satellite controllers on holes 11, 14 & 16.

· Install irrigation within the “triangle” adjacent to # 1 tee and 18 green.

· Additional grading and grassing via seed and/or sod for this area.

· Install split rail fence along path at # 10 tee.

· Remove existing sand from two bunkers on hole 1 and install Klingstone bunker liner and new sand.

· Do the same for back bunker on hole 5 and the back bunker on hole 8.
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Equipment Needs:


Tractor purchase options –

1. Purchase one Kioti, diesel 40 hp tractor with weight kit.  Quoted price for a 2009 is $16,700.00.  The dealer is offering an additional $1,000 savings if a 2008 is purchased.

2. Trade in 1003 Kubota L4200 tractor with 5880 hours of use.  The tractor requires repairs that include replacing of front steering assembly, replace drive shaft and from differential ring and pinion.  Trade in value of approximately #3,000 to $5,000.

Motion by Ald. Stone, second by Ald. Janko to allow Jerry to go out for bid for a new tractor with weight kit.

Upon a vote, the Mayor declared the motion carried.

Utility Cart –

1. Purchase on Club Car Utility Vehicle model 252.  Price to be quoted.

2. This cart replaces the utility cart provided to the golf shop for the picking rand.

It was moved and second to have Jerry get price quotes for a club car utility cart for purchase subject to funds being available.  The motion carried.  Jerry will come back to the committee with price quotes.

Ald. Elton asked about the possibility of getting used equipment from 2 golf courses that may be closing, Von Vivant and Ravisole County Club.

Other future improvements that were discussed included the expansion of the kitchen and enlarging the Club House.
